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WHO BUILT THIS
WALL AND WHY?

The remains of a number of buildings, enclosures and presumed
stockyards on West Lewis Island is proving a mystery!

Two members of the W.A. Museum, who have been carrying out
a historical survey on the Dampier Archipelago and on portions of
the adjacent coast, spent days removing debris and thick growths of
prickly pear, from within the existing stone walls,
in an effort to recover artifacts and hopefully uncover the details
of the mystery.

A significant success by the team was the locating of William Dam-
pier's landing place on the Archipelago in 1699.
