In mostra fossili del piu’ grande
dinosauro

Un nuovo capitolo nel passate preistorico
dell’Australia e’ stato svelato il 3 maggio , quando

le piu’ grandi ossa di dinasauro mai trovate nel
Paese sono andate in mostra per la prima voita nel
museo del Queensiand, a Brisbane. I resti fossili di
due titanosaur| giganti, soprannominati Cooper e
George, erano stati trovati nel 2004 nella grande
proprieta” dell’allevatore di bavini Stuart Mackenzie
vicino 2l paesino di Eromanga, nel sudovest del
Queensiand. La scoperta era stata poi tenuta segreta,
per permettere le indagini dei paleontologi. Il fossile
piu’ grande, un femore, pesa 100 chili ed e’ lungo un
metro e mezzo. Il curatore del museg Scott Hocknull
ha spiegato che la colossale specie vagava per il
continente 98 milioni di anni fa,

Burrup, is being waged to save this ancient rock
art heritage threatened by development.

The Burrup Peninsuia in WA is the largest and
oldest outdoor rock art site in the worid, and

is the only Australian site listed on the World
Monument Fund’s list of most endangered world
monuments. Stand up for the Burrup actions have
taken place overseas including Madrid, Barceiona,
Paris and Germany. Others are being planned for
Milan, Valencia, Londan, San Francisco, New York,
Holland, Mongolia and Samarkand.

On 17 April 2007, Federal Environment Minister
Malcelm Turnbull announced that he will in about
6 months list Murujuga/The Burrup Peninsula

on the National Heritage Register. Friends of
Australian Rock Art (FARAY} welcomed the decision,
but noted it still aliowed Woodside to construct

its 1.6 square kilometre "Pluto” LNG piant at
Murujuga/The Burrup. This would mean the
increased fumes causing much of the art to be
badly damaged by the end of the century, and
further destruction and desecration from cars,
peoplie, and vandalism. FARA sees the Minister’s
anpouncement as a sign that the campaign was
succeeding, and that this cultural vandalism must
be stopped by moving Woodside not rock art.
